Funding for County Museums 
   

     At the Collier County Commission meeting on Tuesday, October 27, several members of the Friends of the 
Museums and volunteers spoke before the Board and expressed their concerns about losing funding if the 
Commissioners voted to accept the Tourist Development Council’s recommendation to phase out funding over 
a three-year period.  After listening to the TDC members and the public, Commissioner Tom Henning made the 
motion to reject the TDC’s recommendation.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Fred Coyle and 
passed unanimously by the Board of County Commissioners.  We are all very grateful for the Commissioners’ 
support and wish to express our appreciation for their votes.  We would also like to thank all of our FME 
members who wrote to the Commissioners and expressed their views.
